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Consequently, this court is of the considered opinion that earlier selected
candidates may be allowed to continue in the post already held by them in their
respective Institutions. The impugned result in this writ petition is set aside. Insofar as
it relates to subject of Biology. The rectified result brought on record by means of
supplementary affidavit by Mr A. K. Yadav, learned counsel appearing for the
Selection Board may be implemented and the candidates like the petitioners, who are
found to have been subsequently selected and recommended by the Board, may be
adjusted in the vacancies that have either arisen or are likely to arise for the post of
T.G.T. (Biology), in various individual Educational Institutions; these vacancies
having not been advertised and not being subject matter of any ongoing selection by
the Selection Board. In this manner the selected candidates like the petitioners shall be
adjusted in vacancies without unduly interfering with rights created in favor of those
persons, who have participated in subsequent selections for the purpose of T.G.T.
(Biology) on the vacancies being subsequently advertised by the Board.

The petitioners shall be given appointments with continuity in service but
without seniority or backwages.

Such appointments shall relate back to date of final selection and appointment of
earlier selected candidates only for the purpose of continuity in service for fixation of
Pay Scale and for treating their services as qualified service for pension, and such
appointments shall not in any manner disturb seniority of candidates already selected
and appointed.

The petitioners here in shall be given appointments within a period of three
months by the Selection Board. If need be then supernumerary posts be creat=d for the
petitioners by the Government.



Writ petitions are partly allowed to this extent.
